Frequently Asked Questions
Effective Interventions for Struggling Readers—Fluency

Fluency

Facilitators: The Access Center has identified the questions below as questions that might arise during delivery of this module. Suggested responses follow each question.

1.
How can I get my students motivated about working on their fluency skills?

Working on fluency skills can be enjoyable for students with the implementation of several strategies. Setting individual fluency goals with students and involving students in monitoring their progress towards their goals is a great way to get students excited about fluency. In addition, using a variety of activities that build fluency skills also keeps students motivated and interested. Possible activities include reading along with a book on tape, self-recordings of reading, timed fluency sessions, charting fluency progress, reading reader’s theater scripts as a class, and partner reading.

How can I provide time every day for my students to work on fluency?

There are many ways to incorporate opportunities into your instructional day to work on fluency. Most teachers demonstrate, practice, or provide opportunities for fluency practice without realizing that they are working on fluency with their students. When teachers read aloud to their students, they are demonstrating appropriate fluency. Allowing students to listen to fluent readers, read aloud to others, and receive feedback are all strategies that support fluency. Therefore, fluency does not need to be set aside to work on individually outside of content areas covered in class. Fluency activities can be built into any content area or classroom.

What fluency strategies should I use with my students?
There are numerous fluency strategies that can be implemented with students. In order to determine which strategies to use with your students, the first step is to assess each student’s fluency to indicate their reading level, rate, accuracy, and expression. Through assessment, student strengths and weaknesses will be evident. The areas of weakness will indicate the types of strategies that are needed to work on each area.
