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Answer Sheet - HO#4 

Following are some suggested questions the team may develop and explanations of why they fit the definitions of the types of questions.
1. “Right There”–What did the doctor say Jeremy Dragonfly needed to do to ease his misery?
The answer to this question is stated directly in the story
2. “Think and Search”–How did some of the dogs at the shelter look?
To find the answer to this question the reader needs to “think and search” through the story.
3. “Author and You”–Why do you think that the only thing the dog in cage #9 knew how to do was pine?

To answer this question the reader must understand what “pine” means and be able to relate it to his/her prior knowledge about being sad.

4. “On Your Own”–Have you ever felt sad?  If you have, what did you do that made you feel better?
